Inuyama Castle Hakutei Bunko was established as the foundation in
2004 (Heisei 16) in the purpose of researching & studying, preserving,
and exhibiting the Inuyama Castle art works and historical records of
Naruse Family the former lord. It was authorized as the incorporated
foundation in 2013 (Heisei 25). Origin of the name “INUYAMA CASTLE
HAKUTEI BUNKO" comes from the fact that Inuyama castle has long
been also called “Hakutei Castle” . Tradition says Ogyu Sorai, the Chinese
Confucian scholar in Edo period, named it because Inuyama Castle
towering high on the small mountain reminds him of Hakutei Castle
in China (Chongging-Fengjie). The foundation exhibits their callections
permanently at “History & Culture Museum” in “SHIROTOMACH! Museum”.
They also hold special exhibitions twice a year, setling a theme at each time.
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THE SHIROTOMACHI MUSEUM

lnuyama Artifact Museum, also known as “Castle and Castle town
Museum”, was reopened in October,2012. It functions as the facility
to connect Inuyama castle and the castle town. Inuyama is one of
the few towns in Japan that preserve the original castle and almost
the same town layout in the Edo period. The castle town was not
constructed from the ground up but developed the original town.
Therefore, people from different works and different classes had
been living there together. The lord of the castle ordered people in
the same profession, especially for merchants and artisans, to live in
a same district and encouraged the development of the castle town.
The present place names derived from occupations, such as Kajiyacho,
Uoyacho and Ukaicho, represent the history of the castle town.
This museum exhibits and introduces the history and the culture
in Inuyama with a focus on the Edo period, when the culture
of warrior class and the townspeople’s culture flourished.
The museum also plays an important role as a center of

the castle town to provide the information to the visitors.
